 I am now going the road alone but Bob will always be on my mind and in 
my heart.  I would like to thank all the People for sending cards and thoughts when I 
needed them most.  When I am down the mail comes and someone sends me 
thoughts and I know I am not alone. Bob and I went down the road together for 61 
years.  He was 85 years old when he passed away and we were together almost 
every day or if not together we would talk on the phone.  It is hard to be without him 
but I know he is in heaven with the rest of his and mine family plus all the Heavenly 
Fleet members who went first to start the fleet in Heaven.  I know this in my heart. 
Bob had Pancreatic Cancer.  Bob was a very healthy man until he got pains in his 
stomach at Christmas last year. The doctors operated on him in March, and couldn't 
get it all. They told him he had six. months to live.  He did last six months but the 
good thing was, he had no pain.  We had a good time for the six months. His son, 
Ed, asked what he wanted to do before he passed away.  He said "I would like to go 

to St. Louis and go Trout Fishing". Fishing we went. He caught his limit of fish each day we were at Ben-
nett Springs MO.  He also taught his daughter-in-law how to fly fish. We also went to see the Cardinal 
baseball play ball in their new park, had great seats. He was with his family and his family was with him. 
When the doctors told us they couldn't help him anymore, he said "thank you for all you did for me." He 
came home and put himself under the hands of the Hospice Foundation.  He had them to help him and I. 
They got a hospital bed for him.  The priest came for him and he made the arrangements for his funeral.  He 
called Deanna Fey, an Eagle fleet member Funeral director in St. Louis.  She was a great help to us at this 
time.   He wanted to be taken back to St. Louis and buried in The National Cemetery at Jefferson Barracks.  
That is where his body was buried just by the side of the road. He loved the Fleet and all the members.  Ral-
lies were fun for him and I with games and being with and talking with all of you.  His hope for the club is 
that it will grow and become bigger and better.  He was the best person, the greatest friend, the best lover 
and a good Soldier. I know I had the best. He will be with me forever. In my wedding ring it says "I am 
yours, you’re mine".  My ring says "love forever" That is how we think of each other.  I hope you will think 
of him often and pray for him.

Some of us were able to visit for a while 
in their motel room just before they flew back to California with their son Ed and daughter-
in-law, Sue.
